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Teachers’ Domain Includes a variety of resource types, many of which were produced for other purposes, primarily as broadcast or non-broadcast video or as online support for video. Because of rights clearances for these resources, we need to control how they’re reused – must be in the context of Teachers’ Domain. <01.html>

All digital video is closed captioned for accessibility (and the basic parts of the site meet accessibility guidelines set by NCAM). Potential for different narration tracks for digital video (level, language, and video description). <02.html>
