What could NSDL accomplish through sponsoring / co-sponsoring a workshop on scientific markup languages?

1. Facilitate better integration / interoperability among and between NSDL projects using XML markup


- common methods for extracting metadata from XML resources


- development of cross-walks between


- identify / enable new ML-related services (e.g., better linking, resource 

               analysis,...)

2. Get NSDL projects using MLs together with domain-specific ML experts


- pre-meeting tutorials on domain-specific MLs

3. Establish dialogs between NSDL projects and additional ML tool-builders


- help define / communicate ML user needs


- encourage development of (really good) OpenSource & commercial ML tools

4. Inform NSDL projects about MLs


- show scope / range of MLs available


- show domain-specific ML state-of-the-art

5. Interact with publishers already engaged with MLs / Encourage publishers to become engaged with MLs (to benefit of users)
