In general, any collection may be considered for inclusion in NSDL that meets the following broad filters:

· Relevance to any aspect of Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics Education at all levels of learners. 

· Basic integrity of the resources in the collection. (Does it function reasonably? i.e., no blatant technical failures of the digital resource.) 
Once a collection has been identified or suggested by an outside source, John Saylor, Director of Collection Development, reviews the site. Here is an overview of his criteria for adding collections to the NSDL.
General criteria for web site (collection) selection for the NSDL.

1. Is it somehow related to STEM  or potentially useful to STEM  educators or learners?

2. What type of domain does it come from?  (educational, nonprofit, commercial, government)

3. Who published the page? Is the organization or persons responsible clearly identifiable?

4. Is the information current and does it appear to be kept-up-to date?

5. Does the site have a statement of its purpose and what it includes?
