Instructions for Updating the XML Schema for IMT (MIME types):
1. The official schemas
a. on content.nsdl.org. 

b. (not sure which directory)

c. There is a samba mount to the directory:  \\content.nsdl.org\schemas
d. Have URLs starting:  http://ns.nsdl.org/schemas/  

2. The IMT schema
a. In folder mime_type

b. Called mime_type_v1.00.xsd

c. Has URL  http://ns.nsdl.org/schemas/mime_type/mime_type_v1.00.xsd  (assuming no significant version change).
3. Change a copy of the schema

a. To add a MIME type:

i. Open the schema with an editor  (can be XMLSpy, Eclipse, Notepad … anything that won’t put garbage in the file)

ii. Add an <xs:enumeration value="(new value here)"/> element to the file.

1. Note that elements are arranged alphabetically within supercategories.

b. Update the version number (in the version attribute of the root element)

1. If the change is backwards compatible (e.g. a MIME type is added), increment the MINOR version number by 1.  (e.g. from 1.00.002  to  1.00.003)

c. Add a comment to the <xs:documentation> element indicating what was changed: (e.g. “updated 2004-08-25 NRD version 1.00.003 added application/zip” )
4. Validate the new schema

a. Green check in XMLSpy

b. Use XSV validator at http://www.w3.org/2001/03/webdata/xsv
5. Save new version of the schema to the production location.
6. Check an instance document using the new schema.

7. Update schema in CVS.
a. In repository workspace, “schemas” project.
b. If it’s backwards compatible, simply commit the new version to CVS.
