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As the National Science Foundation's online library for science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) education and research, the National Science Digital Library (NSDL) is committed to providing access to a broad range of STEM resources for all levels.  The library has adopted a Collection Development Policy that addresses broadly defined criteria for accuracy, appropriateness, relevance, and technical reliability, to promote quality resources that are useful in a variety of educational settings.

NSDL resources come from diverse content providers that perform varying degrees of review.  Resource selection at the collections level is based on NSDL policies and include the competitive grant-making processes of the National Science Foundation and other funding agencies.  Individual items within those collections are selected via mechanisms specific to each collection provider, which may include editorial boards, peer recommendations, user annotations, or other processes.  NSDL will not intentionally include any content that is counter to NSDL's mission to support excellence in STEM education, as outlined in the NSDL collection development policy.
