The nature of the Letter of Agreement is essentially the same in all cases:

· The publisher agrees to have metadata that describes and locates agreed upon resources available for in NSDL

· NSDL has the right to use the pub's name in connection with this activities

· NSDL will make available said metadata freely to services and others via OAI-PMH

· Publisher can include brand icon if they do so to spec, and make it part OAI "wrapper" [in about section]

· Metadata use will correspond to NSDL metadata policy, at comm.nsdlib/org....PC3Final [the metadata policy]

· Either party can terminate the agreement

· No third parties are infringed upon

The variable factor in the agreements, so far, has been the mode of conveying metadata from the publisher to NSDL. For some it's OAI, others [very small collections] the MD will be created at Columbia on the publisher's behalf, others, Columbia asserts it will attempt to crosswalk MD from (ONIX) to DC to the extent possible and then expose from Columbia via OAI
