Brand image rules
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1. when a resp entity has no image, it gets the default image, which is named “default.gif”

2. default image for a resp entity (common image for group of collections) will be named the same as the naming authority for the “group” naming authority with filetype on the end:

a. e.g.:
naming authority “cornell”, brand image: “cornell.gif”

b. This may be used by cornell, cornell.pri and cornell.pri.geogoloy and cornell.msc, if none of the “sub-collections” have their own brand image.

Thus, we store images once, but can associate them with multiple collections, as necessary.

3. collections that have their own brand image:  will be named the same as the collection naming authority with filetype “gif” on the end:

a. e.g.:
naming authority “cornell.pri”, brand image: “cornell.pri.gif”

4. URL for the brand image (put in OAI nsdl record output) is derived from this filename:   “http://content.nsdl.org/brands/”  + (brandimage filename).  This derivation occurs when the OAI record tables are generated from the MR relational tables.  

So if the brand image name is “nsdl.awesome.gif”  

Then the URL is http://content.nsdl.org/brands/nsdl.awesome.gif
