Schema versioning:

We're using an x.yy.zzz versioning scheme for schemas
· x is a major revision and will rarely change, if ever 

· y is a revision that breaks backward compatibility 

· z is any revision that maintains backward compatibility
We'll record the version number of each schema in a version comment within the schema
All numbering starts with 0 and we use leading 0s (v1.01.002)
When x=0 then it's a prerelease version
Any change to x or y will change:
In Schema:
· TargetNamespace: http://ns.nsdl.org/[schema name]_Vx.yy (note that z is not included in the version number)
· "version" attribute on schema root element of "x.yy.zzz"
· Required "schemaVersion" attribute (of type string) on root element, in instance doc
· SchemaLocation: http://ns.nsdl.org/[schema name]/[schema name]_Vx.yy 
We store all [schema name]_Vx.yy versions at that location
All .zzz versions are committed to CVS
In instance doc:
· root element has schemaVersion attribute with value of "x.yy.zzz"
Note: Embedding versioning in the targetNamespace means that the version and targetNamespace of composite schemas will also need to change.
If we have to break backward compatibility in our schemas, then we:
· create a new metadata prefix for OAI which includes the version (the metadata prefix of version 1.0.0 of each schema will not include the version) 

· recreate all existing metadata in the new format 

· newly harvested metadata is created in both formats for a distinct period of time (possibly 6 months) and we post the time and what we've changed 

· at the end of this period we stop serving the old version
